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Abstract

Ilustration methods from classical to modern literature, following the human
worldview of every era, have undergone fundamental changes in the type of
function and semantic domains, and from a mostly marginal and
superstructural element in classical poetry, it has become a central and
infrastructural element in modern poetry. Nima Youshij, who is the
epistemology of modernism in Persian poetry, in addition to the
developments she has made in the outer building of poetry, has also made a
profound change in the spheres of semantics, in addition to the developments
she has made in the outer building of poetics and elements of her thoughts,
which have emerged in the form of poetic images. By passing through her
first period of poetry, at the beginning of the second period and with Phoenix
poetry, Nima also made an important change in the field of illustration of her
poetry, which most of all indicates her transition from the stage of describing
and embarking on a new imagery. A study of the overall corpus of Phoenix
poetry shows that in this poem, Nima has achieved an organable and
coherent look at the narrative, which, despite its concise and succinctness,
has not only approached the perfection of a narrative, but also in detail and
in each of the images shows the poet's concern for making and addressing
the images, phoenix poetry as Nima's poetic manifesto, indicating that this is
The work, despite its symbolic view of a mythological story, has an
undeniable affinity with the modern view of the image, the compactness of
the narrative and images following the modern short story, the use of
objective images despite the abstract and symbolic structure of the work,
changes in the symbolic concept of the work, and the induction of political
and social concepts in the poet's view, narrating many of the visual units
separately and in the narrative shadow of the whole work, as well as
overcoming the image.

The image is defined in different ways in the literary sense and in its
functional domains, namely poetry and prose, including: the poet's mental
possession of the concept of nature and man and his mental quest to establish
a relationship between man andnature, as from nature in the mirror of mind.
It is reflected that looping two things from two different worlds by words at
a given point, any virtual application that includes all rhetorical artifacts
such as simile, metaphor, permissible, allegory, sensing, myth, etc. It isthe
collection of expressive and virtual possessions thatthe speaker portrays with
words and plays a role in the mind of the reader or listener. The definitions
of these scholars, except for Brahni, are often influenced by traditional
rhetorical books and are based on the relationship between "mind" and
"outside world", but it seems that the best definition of image or image is the
same as is common in Western rhetorical books, a definition that briefly
represents objective and subjective phenomena in the language. This
definition has also made it possible to divide images into two types of realist
and non-realist (romantic, surreal, symbolic, etc.) that were not possible
before, according to traditional definitions, because in the traditional view,
All images were considered to be the product of the poet's mental possession
and the virtual use of words, but now "the type of representation in the
language" and "the intensity and weakness of the seizure of the mind in the
creation of images" can divide them into realist, non-realist images and its
types.

In addition to the distinction between traditional and modern definitions
of the concept of image, there are different points of view about its function
and importance in poetry, all of which emphasize that in classical poetry, in
many cases, images, decorative function. They are not inherent elements of
poetry, while in modern poetry, the image has come from the sidelines to the

center and has become centrally important, and it is also so intertwined with
the texture and nature of poetry that poetry without them becomes
undeniable flaws. This is more and more important in the eyes of imagerists,
so that they do not see the existence of poetry as possible without images. If
we consider the two basic elements of poetry in the literature of all nations,
music and affection, we must also accept that much of the poet's affection is
conveyed to the audience by the images he creates in his poetry, so it can be
said that one of the most important developments in the transition from
traditional to modern countries, in addition to breaking weight, changing the
poetic powers as well as poetry music - is the heavy burden of the image.
Therefore, it is necessary to pay attention to the developments of this
element, which can be considered as the mental form of poetry, in
understanding the essence of modern poetry. The study of the evolution of
illustration in classical Persian poetry and its comparison with Nima's poetry
shows that contrary to popular belief that the most important point of Nima's
rotation in Persian poetry is the change in the face and musical system of
poetry, it can be claimed that The scope of the transformation of the image
and its impact on the presentation of Nima's new world and her new Boutika
have stated more than ever before: Nima's works move towards the visual
nature by gradually passing through the explanatory nature, which is the
character of classical poetry. Nima has found the exact importance of seeing
the image correctly and accurately, and in criticizing such shortcomings, she
says, "Our nation does not have a goodvision." "Knowing a stone is not
enough," he says in the book Neighbouring Words about the importance of
"seeing and accurately seeing" the elements of the universe and asking them
out of them and from within those elements. It's like knowing the meaning of
a poem. Sometimes it must be placed in itself and looked outward with the
eye inside it and look at it with what has been seen outside"(Yoshij, 2:1392).
Itis submerged, it can show a clear and correct picture of it and, more
precisely, step into the stage of illustration, of course, it should be noted that
in Nima's poetry, examples of images with classic characteristics can be
found, but the overall structure of Nima's poetry and the bhutika of her
poetry is a modern glitch that revolves around "image" in its new form.

This research tries to show nima's innovations in the field of illustration,
showing that change in image creation is just as important in the emergence
of new poetry, that changes in structural factors such as weight breaking,
changes in rhyme position and longitudinating equality of urges, because
changes in image areas are the direct effect of changing the worldview and
perception of modern human beings, but changes in the weight and external
structure of poetry are necessarily due to changes in the body of the image.
The change in cognition and perception is not relevant, so what has made
Nima a modern poet is not external changes, but changes in the inner spirit
of poetry or the same poetic images. The authors of the essay consider
phoenix poetry, nima's poetry manifesto, as the main material of this analysis
in order to show the importance of the visual aspect of poetry from his point
of view in one of his most important works.
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Nima Yoshij, having dedicates to the importance and role of the image in
the evolution of poetry, after the early years of her poetic period— which
was, in some ways, practice and skill in this field — in the second period,
and at the very beginning of the road, in Phoenix poetry, produced a major
turnaround in the way of its illustration, which was particularly influenced
by the worldview of modern man and the importance of the image in his
view; By passing through the descriptive poems of the first period, he began
the second period with the poetry of the Phoenix, and in this poem, relying
on the anthroonics of a bird in a symbolic structure, he has created a
narrative poem that, although receiving its mental form depends on the
images that have reached the unity of the organ with each other, each of its
visual units can separately present images to the audience that are vertically
presented. Create affection and meaning in nature and apart from the overall
building of poetry. The study of the visual units of this poem shows that
Nima, although she has attempted to recreate an ancient myth in a symbolic
structure, has not forgotten the importance and role of objective images in
creating a tangible atmosphere and presenting socio-political meaning and
has tried to do so with Compressing images, overcoming the objective
aspect, reducing oratory in the poetry and adding to the number of images,
and narrating them created more meaning than what existed in the ancient
mythical belief surrounding this bird.
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
