The Establishment of Ash’ari Discourse against Reason_

Oriented Discourses According to the Access Factor (Based on
Nosirkhosrow’leiwan and Khayyamz’s Rubiyat) 3

Abstract
This paper has investigated the process of establishing Ash’ari discourse against
reason_oriented discourses (namely Nasir Khosrow’s Diwan and Khayyam’s

Rubiyat) based on a new interpretation of the access factor, which is the unequal
distribution of discourses’ Iin?uistic productions in society. Accordingly, with
an impact on the formation of people’s mental cognition, access proportion of
discourses’ texts plays a fundamental role in establishing or undermining them.
From this ﬁers ective, the research explores how social relations affect the texts’
access to the discourses mentioned above. The sort of analysis is also the macro
one and is different from microanalysis in linguistic descriptions. The theoretical
framework is a multi-perspectival method combining social practice level in
Fairclough’s approach and process of foregrounding-back grounding in Laucla

& Mouffe’s theory. Findings show that by imposing and enforcing constraints
on discourses _respectively to foregrounding Ash’ari discourse and
backgrounding reason_oriented discourses_ power_holders kept the access of

these discourses’ texts unbalanced. It means that at the discursive imposition
level, they enable Ash’ari discourses’ texts to be extensively accessed by
planning soft organizations like group formation and establishment of
Nizamiyyah institutes. At the level of the discursive constraint, they prevent
reason_oriented discourses and texts associated with them from accessing

society by hardware activities like suppression and elimination. Nasir
Khosrow’s Diwan and Khayyam’s Rubiyat were two works on which discursive
constraints were seriously enforced. Because of their opposition to dominant
ideology_Nasir Khosrow’s Diwan for including concepts like propagation of
Ismaili doctrine, decisive repudiation of Sunnism, and glvin? harsh vituperation
to all contributors of contesting group from upper to lower echelon and
Khayyam’s Rubiyat by challenging the society’s common sense about definite
religious propositions and expressing ironic sarcasm against mullahs and the
clergy. It’s also noteworthy that through the software organization of
Nizamiyyah institutes, access to authority and credibility positions for these
contesting discourses’ actors was uneqlually in favor of Ash’ari discourses
distributed. This strategy was considerably facilitatin? the possibility of Ash’ari
giscourse imposition. These mechanisms ultimately led to establishing Ash’ari
iscourse.

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1. Introduction

In the early centuries of post-Islamic Iran, two significant movements of
rationalism and traditionalism emerged under socio-political circumstances.
Two prominent discourses within these domains were E’tzel and Ash’arite that
became the dominant theological discourse of the society with the support of the
political system over periods of time. In the 10th century, the Mu’tazilite
discourse, which had paved the way for Islamic Renaissance by adopting the
Greek intellectual system, lost its dominance in favor of Ash’ari discourse due
to the arrival of Ghaznavid and Seljuk Turks and the formation of a kind of
political collusion between them and Abbasid Caliphate. From then on, Ash’ari
discourse entered the arena of competition with reason-oriented discourses for a
long time. Because contrary to the effective principles of Ash’arite beliefs, anti-
rationalism, and determinism, the ideas of rationalists—promoting free will,
rationalization of good and evil, and consequently were grounds for political
theorizing—were considered as a threat to their deterministic rule. Thus it must
be seriously planned to establish and undermine these discourses. Based on two
significant samples of reason-oriented discourse (Nasir Khosrow’s Diwan and
Khayyam’s Rubiyat), this study aims to show how the agents of Ash’ari
discourse fixed the semantic system during this continuous competition of this
discourse and undermined of other discourses own. Obviously, power inequality
in government had a significant impact on it. But the question is, in what ways
did the power holders, as supporters and administrators of Ash’ari discourse,
succeed in this way? In discourse approaches, the access factor means the
unequal distribution of access to discourses based on the authority or social
status of individuals: The statements of those who have authority are often
regarded as truth-claims. However, those of ordinary people are just considered
as personal comments. Having a new interpretation of this rule—unequal access
to discourses based on the unequal distribution of their linguistic productions in
the society—the authors have studied the above-mentioned issue from a macro
perspective and emphasized that the level of access to these resources with an
impact on the formation of people’s mental cognition plays a vital role in fixing
or undermining discourses. So power-holders attempted to, through
foregrounding and backgrounding process, whose mechanisms here are
imposing and constraints discursive respectively, keep the access to these
discourses’ linguistic texts unequal in favor of Ash’ari discourse and against
reason-oriented discourses.

2. Discourse imposition

According to the constructed pattern of access factor, it creates conditions for
extensive access to linguistic products of special discourse (Ash’ari discourse
here) to foreground and fix that discourse. This mechanism was performed with
the following software strategies in this period.

3. Grouping

It’s a political discursive process: sometimes there is a fundamental similarity
between various identities, which causes the differences to be ignored and an
equivalent group formed based on that common element. A similar mechanism
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is observed among the actors of Ash’ari discourse (court poets and writers,
traditionalist religious scholars, the order of ascetics and Sufis, etc.): Among the
linguistic production of these actors, several strategic points were equivalent
with ideological goals of government like determinism, anti-rationalism,
glorious praise of the pillars of government. Via identifying and strengthening
these points, the power holders have acted in aggregation of their power to form
a powerful advertising group. In other words, taking effective measures—
organizing the circle of court poets, ordering writing of books to religious
scholars, supporting Sufis and their ideas—the political system has consciously
attempted to produce and distribute linguistic productions of these actors and
taken political advantages of establishing its theological discourse through this.
4. Establishment of Nizamiyyah institutes

As a political way of maintaining and modifying the appropriation of discourses,
the educational systems have the major responsibility for differential in access.
Nizamiyyah schools that were established for developing Ash’ari discourse is
noteworthy in this regard. Due to firm discipline governed on these schools,
unequal access to Ash’ari and reason-oriented discourses was achieved not only
in terms of the distribution of their linguistic products but also based on the
distribution of authority positions: By accepting Ash’ari students and professors
from all over the Islamic countries, and subsequently producing a large number
of texts in accordance with the norms of Ash’ari discourse, these centers
proceeded to reproduce and fix this discourse. On the other hand, great titles and
social positions that were awarded to these actors represented their statement as
truths.

5. Discursive constraints

Refers to using methods such as suppression and elimination to prevent access
to reason-oriented discourses (backgrounding). Nasir Khosrow’s Diwan and
Khayyam’s Rubiyat, two reason-oriented texts, were examples of receiving such
feedbacks. It was especially because they were disturbing the prevailing order of
the government and society with their conflictive concepts. Having ideological
motifs, these poems became forbidden texts that their production and access
were banned and prosecuted. Nasir Khosrow was one of the belligerent Da’is of
Isma’ilism; A school whose disruptive nature of its doctrine was a severe threat
to the government. Among Nasir Khosrow’s works, the aggressive mode of this
revolutionary approach has especially taken place in Diwan -in the form of a
serious confrontation with the dominant ideology. In this book, not only all
contributors of contesting group, from upper to lower echelon, are vituperated,
but also the Isma’ili caliphs of Egypt, the great rivals of Abbasids, are strongly
praised. Although Khayyam was one of the highly esteemed scholars of the
Seljuk court, he was also undoubtedly included as a political actor for his
unorthodox quatrains. He did not believe that the Ash’arite logic had revealed
the secret of the world and solved all problems. Thus with his quatrains, whose
each verse was tantamount to a manifesto against its conventional propositions,
he challenged the authority of this discourse. In fact, Khayyam in Rubiyat was
like a dissident who -opposed the Ash’ari approach that believed in the
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Hereafter- was recommending the absolute originality of the life in this world
that threatened the government’s access to power. These hardware and software
mechanisms eventually led to establishing Ash’ari discourse.
