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Abstract

Proverbs, originates from religion, culture, theological and philosophic beliefs
and conventions of a society. They show the popular beliefs. The Ashaereh
theological sect, which is one of the most important theological sects in the field
of Islamic civilization, has played a pivotal and fateful role in creating the
Islamic dimension of Iranian thought. In the present research, the authors have
tried to analyze and show the different dimensions of the Ashaereh ideas in the
mentality of the Iranian people through Persian proverbs.The Ashaereh
considered freedom and divine will free without any conditions and did not
consider any matter of goodness and righteousness and grace obligatory on God.
According to the "Wisdom of God" component, they believe that God wills the
good of man from wisdom. They believe that although it is not obligatory on
God to do a righteous deed, it has been proven that God's deeds are based on
wisdom and expediency, even if one is not aware of its wisdom. The Ashaereh,
like the Mo'tazeleh and others, consider only God as sustenance and attribute
this attribute exclusively to God. Also, they consider "haram" as sustenance and
believe that God gives both "halal™ sustenance and "haram™ sustenance, and the
meaning that God makes "haram" sustenance for man is that it makes the body
consistent and stable. In addition, they believe that sustenance is predestined for
the rest of their lives and nothing is reduced or added to human sustenance.
Also, they believe that although God has decreed sustenance, it is obligatory to
earn a living. The Ashaereh, believe that the victim dies on his own death, that
is, when it is predestined for his death. They believe that the Creator of the
universe is one, because the concept of obligatory existence cannot be true
except on a single essence. They believe the Resurrection and its accessories,
such as "the truth of the resurrection of the dead”, "the truth of the question”,
"the truth Letter of deeds"”, "right of weight and measurement of deeds" and
"Bridge being right". We see all of these beliefs in Persian Proverbs.
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1-Introduction

Proverbs are always inspired by the sources of religion, culture, customs,
and philosophical and verbal beliefs that govern society, and on the other
hand, they show their beliefs.

The Ashaereh theological sect, which is one of the most important
theological sects in the field of Islamic civilization, and despite theologians
and theorists such as Abul Hassan Ash'ari, Judge Abu Bakr Baghlani and
Imam al-Haramain Jovini, etc., has played a pivotal and fateful role in
creating the Islamic dimension of Iranian thought. His views and ideas have
always been supported by Sunni and Turkic governments such as the
Ghaznavids and the Seljuks, to the point that Khajeh Nizam al-Mulk Tusi,
the minister of the Seljuk era, has built militias in various cities where the
ideas of the Ash'arites were taught. Over time, these ideas have gone beyond
the realm of the study of properties, and since these theological ideas are
directly related to the religious beliefs of the people, they entered the streets,
bazaars, mosques, etc., and thought through Persian lectures, pulpits, and
Persian poetry. The common people entered. And through the lectures and
pulpits of Persian sermons and poetry, it has found a good place in the minds
of the masses and has encouraged many actions and behaviors of the Iranian
people throughout the times as a dominant aspect of culture.

2-methodology

In the present research, which has been done in a library style, by content
analysis method, with the aim of showing the theological beliefs of the
Ashaereh in Persian proverbs. The authors have tried to analyze and show
the different dimensions of the Ashaereh ideas in the mentality of the Iranian
people through Persian proverbs.

3- Discussian

According to the component of "the impossibility of goodness and
righteousness on God", the Ashaereh considered freedom and divine will
free without any conditions and did not consider any matter of goodness and
righteousness and grace obligatory on God. They believed that God was
permissible to suffer immature children without compensation, to command
Killing and inflicting pain on animals, to oblige servants to do what they
could not, and of course all this was possible from the Lord of justice and
from the deeds of God. God's wisdom is desirable and pleasing. The
proverbs (God does not give evil) and (you give one a double double
treasure - you give one a loaf of bread for a hundred sufferings) indicate this
belief.

According to the "Wisdom of God" component, the Ashaereh believe that
God wills the good of man from wisdom. They believe that although it is not
obligatory on God to do a righteous deed, it has been proven that God's
deeds are based on wisdom and expediency, even if one is not aware of its
wisdom. The proverbs (God saw the donkey and did not give it a horn) and

(You know our interest better than us) indicate this belief."Sustenance" is
one of the issues that includes several sub-components. According to the
component "Sustenance is only God", the Ashaereh, like the Mo'tazeleh and
others (Zaheri, Ismaili, Shia, etc.), consider only God as sustenance and
attribute this attribute exclusively to God. The proverb (whoever gives teeth
gives bread) implies this belief. Also, the Ashaereh, according to the
component of "being sustained as haram", consider haram as sustenance and
believe that God gives both halal sustenance and haram sustenance, and the
meaning that God makes haram sustenance for man is that it makes the body
consistent and stable. The proverb (does the forbidden eater not pay attention
to the year of famine?!) refers to this belief. In addition, according to the
component (the predestination of sustenance), the Ashaereh believe that
sustenance is predestined for the rest of their lives and nothing is reduced or
added to human sustenance. The proverbs (Why do you strive for sustained
sustenance) and (clearly written on the morsel - that the morsel is from
someone's son is from someone's son) indicate this belief. Also, the
Ashaereh, according to the component of "the necessity of earning
sustenance” and citing Qur'anic reasons, believe that although God has
decreed sustenance, it is obligatory to earn a living. However, the Ashaereh
consider sustenance as the result of earning and trying to be considered as
infidelity. The proverbs (earn so that you do not become lazy - ask God for a
day so that you do not become an infidel) and (sustenance is gained by
walking) indicate this belief.

The Ashaereh, according to the component "the time of death is predestined"
and based on a verse of the Qur'an, believe that the victim dies on his own
death, that is, when it is predestined for his death. God has ruled over the
deaths of the people without any doubt, and when the time of their death
comes, they should not be an hour late and they should not be an hour ahead.
The proverbs (one cannot go to the grave before the time of death) and (a
person cried every night on the patient's bedside - that person died in the
morning and the patient survived) indicate this belief. The Ashaereh consider
the component of "the impossibility of the existence of two gods™ as a proof
of God being the creator of the universe, and based on this argument, they
believe that the Creator of the universe is one, because the concept of
obligatory existence cannot be true except on a single essence. The proverb
(If having a partner was good, God would have a partner) refers to this
belief.

In addition, the Ashaereh, like other theological sects, according to the
narrated argument from the Qur'an and the hadiths of the Prophet, had
various theological components in the field of belief in the legitimacy of the
Resurrection and its accessories, such as “the truth of the resurrection of the
dead", "the truth of the question”, "the truth Letter of deeds"”, "right of
weight and measurement of deeds" and "Bridge being right". Proverbs
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(although the Day of Judgment is late, it will come to an end), (the one
whose reckoning is correct - he is not afraid of reckoning deeds), (one does
not write one's sin for another person), (Halal has an account, Haram has a
torment) and (whoever crosses the bridge laughs) refers to these beliefs,
respectively.

4- Conciusion

The analysis of Ashaereh theological ideas in Persian proverbs shows that
the influence of theological ideas in the minds of the common people and its
manifestation in Persian proverbs has caused these proverbs to form many
models of popular behaviors and actions over the years. The extent of this
influence on verbal beliefs varies from Persian proverbs and is directly
related to the effectiveness of proverbs in everyday life. For example, in the
parables of Bahmaniari's Dastanname, there is a basic Ashaereh belief that
"the impossibility of goodness and righteousness on God", which is directly
related to the belief in fate and predestination (12 proverbs). There are also
components in the field of "sustenance" that are directly related to the
livelihood and food of the people (55 proverbs), but in the field of belief in
the resurrection, for the concept of " Bridge" which is less related to people's
daily lives, (1 proverb) exists.
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
