One of the theorists who proposed a|
coherent plan for social semiotics was Pierre Girouard. He considers social signs:
in the two main areas of identity and social etiquette to be examined and,
analyzed. This research, which is written in a descriptive-analytical method and,
refers to library sources, tries to rely on Giro’s consistent theory and with theI
approach of social semiotics, analyzes the type and manner of appearance of,
social signs the novel Gypsy by the Fire, which is a social novel written by,
Moniro Ravanipour. The results of this article show that Ravanipour, in the,
novel Gypsy by the Fire, uses many symptoms, concerns about social issues, l
and especially concerns about the problems and sufferings of women who are.
trapped in superstitious beliefs. The author’s significant use of symbols such as,
occupational group uniforms, tribal rituals, superstitious and reactionary beliefs,:
and justice-seeking movements, which are the most important signs to express:
“The author’s objections to social issues have been used, along with various,
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methods of ethnography and non-verbal communication (such as tone, clothing, '« .

etc.) to reflect the bitter realities of society and to express specific goals in the
form of life descriptions.” The mirror is noteworthy. Under the component of
“uniform” and in the semantic component of “occupational groups”, the author
has been able to point out the occupational inequality of women and men among
the gypsy tribes. Or in the discussion of the semiotic component of “tribal
customs” in the gypsy tribes, education has no place and according to the law of
caravans, houses and homes are forbidden for the nomads, there is no
meaningful settlement and the gypsy girls in Marriage has no choice.
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1. Introduction

In addition to the four expressions, namely simile, metaphor, metonymy, and
irony, speakers have used other tricks to imagine and present their intended
themes. One of these tricks discussed in modern science is ambiguity.
Ambiguity occurs when a word has more than one possible meaning , Deep and
surface, or has two meaning, far and near. Al-Taftazani, 1383: 271. Despite the
hidden evidences, the speaker means the far meaning of the word. Almost all
rhetoricians believe the same about ambiguity. The point to consider in this
definition is that does the first and second meanings work the same in all minds?
Do all readers, like the poet himself, first understand the near meaning and then
the far meaning? One critic believes that in the ambiguity, both meanings of the
word have the same rhetorical value. The truth is that both meanings work
together, and both meaning of ambiguity have the psychological and aesthetic
effect in the reader's attention. Shamisa, 1390: 124. It can be said that Shamisa's
opinion is closer to reality. There are at least some cases of ambiguity that can
not be distinguished between the two present meanings and the ambiguous
meaning of the word. In other words, it is not possible to say exactly which
meaning of the word is close and which is the far and meaning of the poet. For
example, in the following verse, the compound "curtain of lovers" is used in
such a way that the two different meanings seem to be the same and equal. In
the veil of lovers, a rabab said: don't miss the hidden eight heavens A
backgammon (game) and a book and an opponent and a position; a river and a
hymn and wine and barbecue.

The second verse of the first couplet can be interpreted in two ways. First, in
the sense that Rabab said in the privacy of lovers.The other one, the curtain of
lovers should be understood in its musical meaning and interpreted the in this
way, Rabab said with the song of lovers. Pardeh Ashagh is one of the traditional
music songs.This descriptive-analytical study, the types of ambiguity in Nasser
Bukharaee's sonnets have been studied and analyzed. Nasser has experimented
in various formats, including ode, composition, verse, mesmat, Masnavi, piece,
quatrain and couplet, but what has received the most attention is his lyric poems.
The main question of the research is which type of ambiguity Nasser Bukharai
was more inclined to and also what words and combinations did he use in
constructing more types of ambiguity?

Discussion. In Nasser's poetry ambiguity of proportion is used more than other
types of ambiguity. In ambiguity of proportion , from the two meanings of the
word, one meaning is present in the word, so, like ambiguity, two combined
meanings cannot be considered for the axis of ambiguity. It creates the most
ambiguity between the names of musical instruments and terms.

My eyes and ears and the oud are on the harp; Because he is the old man of the
way and the guide of the position. In this couplet, "magam or position" is used in
its mystical meaning.

In the term of seekers, the position to conquer the meme of the servant is
achieved at the beginning to the degree to which he has resorted. Goharin, 1388:
322. But in the sense of the song, it fits with the harp, the reed and the harp. In
this way, the poet has provided various proportions with the terms of different
sciences and tactics. Nasser is not innovative in expressing meaning. Eloquent
poetry is completely eloquent. In this poem, "novel” means new and wonderful,
"expression" means saying, and "meanings" also mean poetic concepts and
themes. But all three words fit together in their literal sense, a set of rhetorical
techniques. After the ambiguity of proportion, ambiguity itself has more
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applications.Wherever | see your body it is better than wherever, 1 do not know
which part do i love.The meaning of the poet is that every part of your body that
I look at is more beautiful and better than the other part. The far meaning is that
wherever | see you, it is better for me than anywhere else. After these two types
of ambiguity, ironic ambiguity has been more of Nasser's interest.For example,
in the following verse, "black heart" is an allusion to the sinner. My heart is like
your mole, that's why it is black. My eyes are like your lips, that's why they are
wet. But black in its analytical sense is also obscured by the color black.That is,
a blank in which the color inside is black. In addition to these three types, the
poet has used other types of ambiguity, such as reading, contradiction,
translation, fluency, emphasis, and paradox. Even in some cases, one can find
lyric poems in which one of the types of ambiguity can be seen in all its verses.
2.Result

It should be said that ambiguity is an array that its creation and application
requires eloquent skills in choosing words and combining them. It can be
claimed about Nasser Bukhara that he was proficient in this field. In 4586
verses, he has used 838 cases of ambiguity. Through the use of ambiguity, he
was able to establish a semantic connection between the second meanings and
the absence of different words and combinations. As a result, it adds to the
richness of the concepts and visual values of his words. Although many
examples can be found for different types of ambiguity in Nasser's poetry, but
the most frequent approach has been to proportion ambiguity, ambiguity and
ironic ambiguity, respectively. Especially through the ambiguity of proportion,
he has been able to establish a virtual semantic link between the terms of various
sciences and tactics. In the meantime, it has created the most confusion between
the names of musical instruments and terms and celestial elements. This method
has largely highlighted the themes of his speech.
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
